Part 2: Group Magazine

3. In groups of 3-4 people collect the articles you have written and develop a 3-5 page magazine.
4.  a) Decide on a visual style for your magazine. 
b) Make sure you use a colour scheme and page numbering system. 
c) The final step will be to create a front cover.

5.  Consider how you will promote your magazine article in order to get traffic and sell advertising spaces.
Part 3: Collaboration Between Schools (Guided Inquiry)
9.  The class will review each group’s magazine article and select an editorial board to design a longer format magazine.

10. a) The editorial board will need to post an on-line “Call for Submissions” for the other Future Forum schools.
b)  It will be important to let the other schools know about the teenage life theme and the topics to cover. This communication will tell the other schools what type of articles and information to send.

c)  You should also include a design element or photograph that visually expresses the overall look of your magazine such as the front cover.  
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
