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Romeo & Juliet – Television Entertainment Show 
Part 1: Blog About the Life & Times of Romeo & Juliet
1.  You will write 2-3 entertainment blogs per week about the dramatic events that shape the lives of Romeo and Juliet.
2.  Your blogs will include plot details such as setting and conflict.  You will also inform people about Shakespeare’s use of symbolism, humour, and rhetorical devices.
3.  Key will be interpreting the play properly and using the blog to help other students understand the play’s theme and plot.  

4.  Your blog may also be a reflection on how the play relates to your life.

5.  Part of blogging is commenting as a community member.  Make sure you are contributing to a discussion on everyone’s blog.  You will be evaluated on both your blog entries and comments.
Rules of Blogging & Commenting

• If you want to write your opinion on a topic make sure you’re not going to be offensive.
• Never disrespect someone else in your blog.

• Do not write about other students without permission.
• Watch your language. 
• Make sure things you write about are factual. 

• Keep it education-oriented. 

• Make the content easy to read.
• Spell-check your posts before you publish them 

• Create sub-headings for longer in-depth posts 



• Include paragraph breaks after every 3 or 4 sentences 



• Read the post yourself to see that it all flows properly
• Take part in the conversation. Blogging is not just about you and it’s not just about your readers. It also includes the conversation that goes on between your blog and others
