• Most rappers use multi-rhymes (Kill For, Still Roll).  
Put these at the end line after each bar and see how your raps turn out.
• Count the syllables.

• 50 cent has a bounce flow (up and down). 

• Jay-Z’s flow goes side to side. 

Listen to your inner rapper to figure out what works best. 
• If you are not sure what to say go beyond your mind and memory. 
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• Make up sounds and let new language emerge. 

• Focus on rhythm and feeling
• Let go, flow and appreciate.

Personification, alliteration, assonance, hyperbole


Onomatopoeia, metaphor, and simile


Verse I


When Sally seems to sit somewhere separate from Sonia,

It's called alliteration: that's what occurs


When you got the same sound at the start of every word


But when you've got a vowel sound that keeps sounding the same

A simile is something that you use to compare


Two unrelated things with an element that's shared
