Marooned….

After a maritime disaster, a group of 4000 people are stuck on an island.  There is no means of escape but the island has enough resources for everyone to eat as long as everyone (on average) works 6 hours per day.  In other words, total daily production has to add up to 24,000 hours (6 hours/day * 4000 people).

The demographics (characteristics of your population) are:

25% (1000 people) are under 12 years old

25% (1000 people) are between 12 and 17 years old

50% (2000 people) are over 18

Your assignment (to be done in groups of 2 or 3):

· Create a name and flag for your island.

· Describe what you feel your island should be like (your ideology or rights as citizens).  This should include responsibilities such as a schedule for how many hours people are required to work. For example, if the people over 18 are required to work 10 hours/day then they contribute 20,000 hours (2000 people  * 10 hours) and the other segments only have to make up 4000 hours, this could be 4 hours for the 12 – 17 year olds.

· Define your form of government and draw a diagram of how your government will be set up.  In your diagram, be sure to include the numbers of leaders you will have and their areas of responsibilities.

· How will your leaders be selected?  Give your reasons for deciding this.
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· Create 5 laws that will ensure your ideology will be successful. How will you maintain law and order in your community?
· On a piece of bristol board draw a detailed map of your island showing where the agricultural, industrial, recreational and residential areas are located.
· How will your group keep itself safe from the various environmental threats (weather, animals, disease) on the island?
