Looking For Alaska– Screenplay Scene 
Part 1: Script Writing

1.  You’ve been hired by a Hollywood producer to write a short screenplay for Looking for Alaska.  
2.  Your first task is to select one scene out of the novel to base the short screenplay on.

3.  The screenplay must incorporate the following elements from the novel:

•  Theme
A theme is the main idea, message, or moral of a story. The message may be about life, society, or human nature.
•  Character Development
The dialogue you write must develop the characters in a similar way as the novel.
•  Setting

Your screenplay should include descriptions of the setting.
•  Rational/ Explanation (INDIVIDUAL) 
Part of your screenplay should include brief passages explaining your dialogue and writing ideas as a translation of the novel.  Use the rational to outline your concepts related to theme and character development.

Note:  The rational/ explanation should be a minimum of three paragraphs.
4. Your script must have 5 descriptive paragraphs (setting, actions, event) and 50 lines of dialogue.
Part 2: Storyboard

5.  Your story concept needs to include a 6-8 panel (1-2 page) storyboard that describes how your short scene will unfold.

Part 3: 
Option 1: Screen Test Style / Script Rehearsal

6.  Record actors on video rehearsing your new script with dialogue and action. 

7.  The video should also show the director (you) blocking out the scene with your actors.  In other words discuss movement, facial expression, body language, and vocal tone/ emotion.

8. Edit the rehearsal (screen test) down to show key elements of your working process and one entire, uninterrupted run through of the script.

9.  Perform your screenplay in front of the class

5.  In order to fully develop the description for your new ending, you will need 4 locations shots that you have taken with a camera or altered from the internet.
Part 5: Costume Design and Movie Props

6.  Answer the following questions through 4 concepts for costumes and props:

•  What will the characters wear in this scene? 

•  Will they need any important props for what’s occuring?
