CAMPAIGNING

What is it?

A systematic course of aggressive activities for some specific purpose: a sales campaign.

OR

The competition by rival political candidates and organizations for public office.

The Purpose?

To get a particular candidate elected to a particular office. If that candidate does not get elected to the office they seek, he or she does not get to serve. The idea of the political campaign is rather simple because in our system – when you run for office – you either win or lose. 
They give the candidate a chance to explain their politics, political views, what he or she plans to do if elected, etc. It also gives the candidate exposure. With exposure and campaigning come donations for advertising and other campaign-releated expenses.
What to Consider?

How negative is too negative? What principles are you unwilling to compromise on, and are the costs of compromising on core principles? What type of tactics are you willing to resort to in order to win? These are just some of the questions each candidate should ask themselves before forming a campaign committee.

In a group of 2-4, create a campaign! This campaign can be a sales campaign (for a created product) OR a political campaign (creating a Canadian political party). DO YOUR RESEARCH!!
Your campaign must include:

· A Slogan

· A Logo

· A Persuasive Speech (2-3 minutes max)
· A Power Point Presentation- explaining your overall goals and what you wish to accomplish with your product OR within Canada as a Political Party
· A Form of Advertisement ( a poster, a commercial, a newspaper article- be short and to the point)
